Step 1: Decision by elected Councillors to prepare draft LEP
amendment

Step 5: Public exhibition of draft LEP amendment

Step 5 and Step 6 occur at the same time

Step 7: Consideration of submissions

Elected Councillors decide whether to continue with the draft LEP amendment

Step 8: Report to the Minister (from DoP)

Step 9: Gazettal of LEP by State Government (the Minister)
